‘Zimbabwe Reconstruction and the Rule of Law: Lessons from Northern Ireland’

Thursday 17 February 2011, 9.30am-4.15pm

Zimbabwe began political reconstruction on 15 September 2008 when the Principals of the country’s three main political parties signed the Global Political Agreement (GPA). Over two years later, political uncertainty and sporadic violence persist. This is a common feature of polities which have emerged from conflict. Successful post conflict reconstruction requires honest examination of a country’s failings which will result in a shared narrative of the conflict. From this, the country can establish a sustainable political order, an essential element of which is progress in the implementation of the rule of law.

The conference ‘Zimbabwe Reconstruction and the Rule of Law: Lessons from Northern Ireland’ will offer academics and practitioners from Zimbabwe and Northern Ireland an opportunity to explore major results, if any, which have been achieved in the reconstruction of Zimbabwe since the GPA. The conference will end with a transitional justice workshop for the Zimbabwean Diaspora. The importance of the site of the conference (the city of Londonderry/ Derry) cannot be understated.

The keynote speaker is one of the GPA principals, Professor Welshmen Ncube, President of Movement for Democratic Change (MDC), Zimbabwe Minister of Industry and Commerce & Co-Chairperson of the Government of National Unity (GNU) Joint Monitoring and Implementation Committee.
