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ZEN ANNUAL REPORT 2010.

Summary

2010 has been a very active year in Zimbabwe and therefore for Zimbabwe Europe Network (ZEN). Because of the lack of major improvement in the situation in Zimbabwe ZEN has had to keep the issue central, particularly in the minds of decision makers in Europe. With the help of ZEN’s National Reference Group (NRG) in Zimbabwe, advocacy efforts towards the EU, its member states and other European and international actors have continued throughout the year.

Major successes from a European perspective included the passing of two resolutions on Zimbabwe by the European Parliament and increased discussions around development and other assistance to Zimbabwe. The EU renewed its targeted (restrictive) and appropriate measures on some elements of the regime in Zimbabwe for its lack of improvement in key areas of governance and human right, including the failure to fully implement the Global Political Agreement (GPA). 

Of the different thematic areas the issue of Zimbabwe and the Kimberley Process can be considered the most demanding and successful part of ZEN’s work, where ZEN has successfully ensured that Zimbabwean civil society is an integrated part of the international processes.

In 2010 ZEN organised 18 public meetings in nine different European countries (Belgium, Denmark, Germany, Hungary, Netherlands, Norway, Sweden, Spain and the United Kingdom) highlighting the situation in Zimbabwe. Each was addressed by one or more civil society leader from Zimbabwe.
 Government ministers were part of the deliberations in three of these countries: the Netherlands, Norway and the UK.

1. Lobbying of the EU on Zimbabwe

To ensure that Zimbabwe remained high on the EU agenda throughout the year and that the views of civil society were well understood by its decision makers, ZEN made the relationship with the different institutions of the EU our highest priority in 2010.

All of the three main political decisions involving Zimbabwe taken by the EU during the year involved consultation with ZEN. In February the EU rolled over its targeted (restrictive) and appropriate measures on members of the Government of Zimbabwe for another 12 months in line with ZEN’s advocacy position (itself based on a NRG position).

Two resolutions on Zimbabwe were adopted by the European Parliament during the year:

On 8 July regarding the arrest of Farai Maguwu and 15 October regarding concerns over unlawful evictions. ZEN contributed to both by making submissions to the five major political parties in the European Parliament.

The main advocacy work of ZEN towards the EU has been to facilitate Zimbabwean civil society leaders to present their concerns and views in direct meetings with the three arms of the EU - the Commission, the Parliament and the Council, including to national governments.

ZEN arranged meetings between EU Commission officials in Brussels and Zimbabwean civil society leaders on 4 February, 31 March, 13 and 23 April, 6 June, 12 July, 14 and 16 September and 10 November. In addition the ZEN office maintained regular contacts with the EU desk officers for Zimbabwe throughout the year by phone, email and face-to-face meetings.

ZEN met with the EU Embassy in Zimbabwe when ZEN members visited the country. During visits to the country ZEN hosted training sessions and consultations with civil society to which the EU Ambassador was invited. The EU Ambassador spoke on 21 October at the public consultation meeting ZEN organised for civil society in Harare ahead of the donor meeting in Denmark on 9 December.

ZEN’s work with the European Parliament has been very active during the year and ZEN has identified a group of MEPs from all political groups and all regions of Europe who follow Zimbabwean events closely. There were two public meetings organised by ZEN in the European Parliament during the year. The first was on 2 February, hosted by the chair of the EP delegation to the Pan- African Parliament, Michael Gahler (Germany) of the European Peoples Party (EPP), the biggest party in the parliament. The meeting evaluated the first year of the Inclusive Government and looked at the way forward, including expectations from the EU and Europe in general. A special panel saw civil society leaders and European Parliamentarians challenge the Zimbabwean Government minister Sekai Holland
. The second meeting was on 14 September hosted by high profile Portuguese MEP Ana Gomes of the Progressive Alliance of Socialists and Democrats (S&D), the second biggest group in the parliament. This meeting focused on the successes and failures of the GPA two years after its signing.

During the year there were two emergency resolutions on Zimbabwe adopted by the European Parliament. The first in the July session adopted a resolution on the arrest of Farai Maguwu because of his work on monitoring the work of the diamond mining operations in Marange. The resolution called for the immediate release of Maguwu, who is the Director of the Centre for Research and Development (CRD). The second resolution was in the October session where a resolution against unjustifiable evictions carried out in Harare was adopted. On both occasions ZEN was consulted by the leading political parties in the drafting process. ZEN used the opportunity to invite our NRG to make comments on drafts before the plenary session.

ZEN was also active in the Joint Parliamentary Assembly of the African, Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) countries and the European Parliament. At its session in Tenerife, Spain, in March, ZEN, with NRG member Zimbabwe Human Rights NGO Forum, organised a side meeting focusing on the first anniversary of the Inclusive Government. This meeting was addressed by parliamentarians of all the three political parties in the Zimbabwean parliament.

The power of the European Council was downgraded to some extent during the year following the adoption of a new EU treaty and the concentration of foreign policy jurisdiction with the Commission. However, ZEN maintained good contacts with the Council secretariat desk officers on Zimbabwe and the presidency countries. On 3 June Spain, as the president, invited the civil society delegation visiting Belgium to address the Africa Working Group (AWG), the main body of the Council discussing Africa issues.

ZEN met individual members of the AWG including in particular those of the presidency states in 2010 and the first half of 2011; Spain, Belgium and Hungary, as well as other major countries, in relation to Zimbabwe, including the UK, Germany, Sweden and Denmark.

Zimbabwean civil society representatives also held meetings with individual member states’ Governments during visits, usually assisted by ZEN member organisations. During the year meetings with individual governments were held with Belgian, British, Danish, Dutch, German and Hungarian representatives in their capitals. Similar meetings were held with the Norwegian and Swiss governments. 

Three of these meetings have included government ministers:

· The delegation that came to highlight the lack of economic, political and social progress 30 years since independence met the Dutch Minister of Foreign Affairs Maxime Verhagen on 21 April.

· On 13 September a meeting at the TUC in Manchester was addressed jointly by ZEN NRG member Gideon Shoko, ZCTU and the new Secretary of State for International Development, Andrew Mitchell.

· The ZEN roundtable in Oslo on 31 May was officially opened by the Deputy Minster for Foreign Affairs, Gry Larsen. In Norway several meetings with the Norwegian Foreign Ministry in the run up to the donor conference and afterwards included government ministers, including two meetings with the Deputy Minister of Development and two with the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs. The ZEN coordinator also briefed the Norwegian Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs on 24 November ahead of her visit to Zimbabwe.

ZEN also participated at the major Africa conference during the Belgium presidency of the EU on 10-12 October.

Issues raised have been on the harassment of human rights defenders, the level of and priorities of overseas aid, the situation in the extractive industries, the relationship with other actors in Zimbabwe, including the Non State Actors Forum, the targeted and appropriate measures, the relationship to Extractives Industries Transparency Initiative and the debt situation among others.

2. Cooperation with civil society in Zimbabwe

The main avenue for cooperation with civil society in Zimbabwe is through the National Reference Group (NRG). The NRG consists of four of the main NGO coalitions in Zimbabwe, Crisis in Zimbabwe Coalition (Crisis), National Association of Non Governmental Organisations (NANGO), Zimbabwe Congress of Trade Unions (ZCTU) and Zimbabwe Human Rights NGO Forum (ZHRF).

In addition to these four, other NGOs identified as important for ZEN’s main political priorities (i.e. monitoring the inclusive government, the Kimberley Process Certification Scheme (KP), International Financial Institutions (IFIs) and election preparations are Centre for Research and Development (CRD), Zimbabwe Lawyers for Human Rights (ZLHR), Zimbabwe Coalition on Debt and Development (ZIMCODD) and Zimbabwe Election Support Network (ZESN). 

The churches are seen as an important non state actor in Zimbabwe. However, as they already have a channel for their work with Europe through the Ecumenical Zimbabwe Network (EZN)'s office in Geneva, which has been in existence for some time and has solid and strong links to all church networks in Zimbabwe, they are not included in ZEN’s NRG. ZEN has however participated and supported the activities of EZN, including supporting their main events in Geneva 21st and 22nd January and the 21st and 22nd October and seeks to maintain this  strong working relationshipwhere appropriate.

There have been six face–to-face meetings between the NRG and ZEN in the period, one for all member organisations in Brussels in June; four for ZEN Directors and the NRG, one in Brussels and three in Harare; as well as at the ZEN AGM in Copenhagen on 8 December.

ZEN organised seven visits to Zimbabwe in 2010, with each visit including meetings with National Reference Group members and other relevant actors. The Co-ordinator visited twice, in March and May, while directors visited respectively as follows: Mala Roche in February, Hugo Knoppert in March (with the co-ordinator), August and October, Claude Mormont in September and Emmet Bergin in October.

Larger civil society consultations were held in cooperation with the NRG ahead of the two donor conferences to gather views from wider civil society. Ahead of the Oslo meeting on 2 June, meetings were held on the 11 (Harare) and 16 March (Bulawayo) together with ZEN’s Norwegian member organisation NPA. The meeting in Harare was addressed by the German Ambassador Albrecht Conze on behalf of the donors and the Norwegian Ambassador Gunnar Føreland on behalf of the host country.

Ahead of the Copenhagen meeting on 10 December a meeting was held in Harare on 21 October in cooperation with the Danish member organisation MS-Action Aid Denmark. The EU Ambassador Aldo Del’Arrachio addressed this meeting on behalf of the donors.

ZEN has had limited contact with Zimbabwean politicians in our advocacy work, since the priority is to highlight the views of civil society. However, one government minister; Sekai Holland MDC (T) was at our European Parliament meeting on 2 February 2010 and MPs from all three government parties spoke at the meeting on 29 March in Tenerife, Spain.

During the year ZEN arranged six delegations of civil society leaders to Europe, with a total of 25 participants visiting 10 different countries: 

* February focused on the Anniversary of the GNU: Okay Machisa, Executive Director ZimRights, Gabriel Shumba, Executive Director Zimbabwe Exiles Forum (ZEF) and Minister Sekai Holland (Belgium and the UK)

* March focused on the Anniversary of the GNU: Susan Mutambasere, Project Lawyer, ZHRF and Gabriel Shumba (Belgium and Spain)

* April focused on the 30th Anniversary of Zimbabwe’s independence: Lovemore Madhuku, President, ZCTU, Brian Penduka, Programmes Manager ZHRF and Theresa Mugadza, advocacy coordinator, Oxfam Zimbabwe (Belgium, the Netherlands and Norway)

* June focused on the role of donors: Wellington Chibebe, Secretary General, ZCTU, Dadirai Chikwengo, chairperson and Machinda Marongwe, programmes manager, NANGO, McDonald Lewanika, coordinator Crisis and Useni Sibanda, Executive Director, Christian Alliance (Belgium, Netherlands, Norway and Sweden)

* September focused on the GPA:  Irene Petras, Executive Director, ZLHR, Gertrude Hambira, Executive Director, GAPWUZ, Gideon Shoko, Deputy Secretary General, ZCTU, Machinda Marongwe and McDonald Lewanika (Belgium, Denmark, Netherlands, Norway and the UK)

* November focused on extractive industries: Shamiso Mtisi, ZELA and Sure Kasenye, CRD (Israel, Belgium, Germany, the Netherlands)

* December focussing on elections and role of donors: Dakarai Matanga, Executive Director, ZimCODD, Stembile Mpofu, Executive Director, Centre for Conflict Management and Transformation, Dadirai Chikwengo, Susan Mutambasere and Gideon Shoko (Belgium, Denmark).

3. Monitoring of the inclusive government

The distribution of materials from the Civil Society Monitoring Mechanism (CiSoMM) remained the priority during the year, and different (CiSoMM) publications were available at all the activities of ZEN, thanks to Zimbabwe Lawyers for Human Rights. Recommendations from these publications remain key to ZEN in all its advocacy work, given that the NRG members all contribute to these reports.

4. Areas of particular concern during 2010
Four areas of particular interest were identified by the AGM when discussing the work-plan for 2010: Zimbabwe’s relationship with the International Financial Institutions (IFIs), with the Kimberley Process Certification Scheme (KP), election preparations and transitional justice.

The work in these four areas has included the following:

a. International Financial Institutions

ZEN has been concerned that Zimbabwe’s relationship with the international financial institutions (IFIs) is being discussed at a high level without any involvement of or even knowledge by the ordinary people of Zimbabwe. Given that it is clear that no normalisation of the relationship between Zimbabwe and the international community will happen until an agreement is reached on how to deal with Zimbabwe’s debt, it is important that there is more public involvement in this discussion. ZEN has therefore followed the discussions between the traditional donor Governments and the IFIs and circulate this information to civil society in Zimbabwe. During the year agreements have been reached with the Africa Development Bank on a multi donor trust fund, which is a major step. The main partner for ZEN on this work is the Zimbabwe Coalition on Debt and Development (ZimCODD), following on from their participation in the ZEN AGM in November 2009.

Meetings with ZimCODD were held in March and June to discuss the priorities for the year, and ZEN participated in the global debt week in October through support to the actions and statements made by ZimCODD and civil society in Zimbabwe. The discussions have focussed on advantages and disadvantages of Zimbabwe applying for HIPC status and the call for a debt audit before any cancellation of debt. ZEN facilitated an expert to come to ZimCODD to assist with their programmes in June in cooperation with our partner EuroDAD. In December ZEN facilitated the Executive Director of ZimCODD to come to Europe to meet with partners in planning for next year's activities and to take part in the European Development Days.

Another important area for ZEN was to encourage a debate around Zimbabwe joining the Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI). Discussions with local partners in Zimbabwe were initiated in March, particularly with Zimbabwe Environmental Lawyers Association (ZELA) and Ledriz (the research arm of our NRG member ZCTU) and have continued during the year, although little progress can be reported.

b. Kimberley Process Certification Scheme for raw diamonds

The diamond mining operations in the Marange region in the east of Zimbabwe are central to the development of Zimbabwe. Keeping the international community updated on the continuing violations was a priority for ZEN, particularly in relation to the Kimberley Process Certification Scheme (KP), the main watchdog for the diamond mining industry. 

The issue of Zimbabwe and the KP can be considered the most demanding and successful part of ZEN’s work. A Joint Work Plan adopted in at the KP Plenary in November 2009 formed the agreement between Zimbabwe and the KP. During 2010 the Zimbabwean government claimed that they had fulfilled the conditions in this JWP, while the KP had reservations.

Following on from the work initiated in 2009, ZEN intensified its relationship with our main “extractives” partner in Zimbabwe, the Centre for Research and Development (CRD) based in Mutare. This work included capacity-building, ensuring that CRD had an international presence, including at KP meetings. ZEN organised a one-day workshop for the staff of CRD in Mutare in March. This workshop was due to be followed up in June, before participation in the inter-sessional meeting of the KP in Tel Aviv in June, and was due to have included a visit to the Ministry of Mines in Botswana. However, the arrest of CRD’s Director, Mr. Farai Maguwu, on 3 June forced plans to change and instead ZEN developed a campaign to highlight his arrest and to fight for his release. During his trial an email exchange between ZEN and the CRD was used by the authorities in Zimbabwe as evidence of the “international conspiracy” that the authorities said was being contrived against the government. This made it even more important that the facts in the case were known. Support for his release came from every corner, including (as discussed above) a resolution from the European Parliament.

The arrest came in the wake of the KP’s Intersessional meeting in Tel Aviv in which Mr. Maguwu should have participated. ZEN managed, however, to secure an alternative representative from Zimbabwean civil society, ZEN NRG member Mr. Machinda Marongwe from NANGO. The Intersessional focused on Zimbabwe with virtually every delegation, including African delegations, the World Diamond Council and the Israeli Presidency focussing their interventions on a call on Zimbabwe to release Mr. Maguwu. At the Intersessional a debate around conditions for exports of diamonds from Zimbabwe was discussed to replace the JWP of November 2009, but no agreement was reached. This meant Zimbabwe was not given any permission to export diamonds from the controversial mining area.

Mr Maguwu was eventually granted bail on the 12 July after 39 days in custody, and the charges against him were finally dropped in late November. This indicated what had been apparent from the start, that this was purely a case of intimidation. It is interesting to note that the release on bail was just a few days before a follow up meeting from the intersessional was held in St Peterburg, which gave limited permission for exports for Zimbabwe. This permission was conditional on a number of conditions being met, including giving civil society a role in the monitoring of the diamond fields and reporting on the conditions on the ground through a Local Focal Point (LFP). Civil society in Zimbabwe met and decided to have a group of NGOs including CRD as the Local Focal Point, coordinated by Shamiso Mtisi of Zimbabwe Environmental Lawyers Association (ZELA). 

ZEN has worked to strengthen and capacitate the Local Focal Point from its inception, including ensuring participation for the Local Focal Point coordinator and a representative of CRD to the KP Plenary in Jerusalem in October – November. A familiarisation trip for the Local Focal Point to Europe was organised in which Mr. Mtisi was able to meet NGO actors, industry representatives and decision makers of the KP system. He was also enabled to introduce himself to the EU and influential governments, including Belgium, the Netherlands and Germany.

The main body monitoring Zimbabwe’s adherence with KP standards is the KP Working Group on Monitoring (WGM) headed by the EU. ZEN regularly visited the persons responsible for the WGM in the EU Commission and initiated more formal meetings, which included Zimbabwean partners, on 31 March, 14 September and 10 November.

ZEN also briefed the most important Northern NGOs addressing these issues during the year, including in particular Global Witness, with whom meetings were held on 20 July, 24 September and 22 November. A cooperation initiated last year with Fatal Transactions continued this year, after their secretariat moved from Amsterdam to Bonn. ZEN has participated in phone conferences on the priorities of Fatal Transactions and held a joint public meeting with them and our German member organisation (and host of the Fatal Transaction Secretariat) Bonn International Centre for Conversions (BICC) on 10 November. The meeting included  Ian Smillie of the Diamond Development Initiative, one of the founders of the KP and the coordinator of the local focal point Shamiso Mtisi.

Several governments were also briefed individually during the year, included several briefings of the Belgian, UK and Dutch governments. In addition to briefings regular of these three governments a briefing by the Local Focal Point Coordinator to the German Ministry of Foreign Affairs on 11 November and a briefing by the ZEN coordinator to the Norwegian Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs on 24 November ahead of her visit to Zimbabwe, where she raised the issue of Marange following from our briefing. 

ZEN also increased its advocacy efforts towards the industry during the year, with visits to the Tel Aviv Diamond Bourse in June, Antwerp Diamond Bourse in November and participation in De Beers “Diamond Dialogues” meeting on Zimbabwe on 22 November.

c. Election preparations

Because of the always possible calling of election in Zimbabwe, ZEN kept in contact with the relevant partners on the ground, especially the Zimbabwe Election Support Network (ZESN), which was ever- present at our consultations and seminars in Zimbabwe. 

A meeting was held with Isabelle Ribault, incoming election expert at the EU Commission in Harare in Brussels on the 3rd June before her departure to Harare. Elections were also the main topic at the ZEN AGM in December 2010.

d. Transitional Justice

The area of transitional justice was developed through supporting the activities of our NRG member Zimbabwe Human Rights NGO Forum, and in particular the international aspect of their work. ZEN participated in the opening of the international part of the Zimbabwe Human Rights NGO Forum Transitional Justice campaign in London on the 3 February and again at their first workshop in the UK on 15 April. ZEN provided our consultant Gabriel Shumba as a facilitator for their Transitional Justice work in Europe.

Discussions around workshops similar to those arranged in the UK in other European countries were conducted but it was not possible to complete during the year. However plans were made for this to happen in 2011.

ZEN participated in the 26th June Church service in London, where follow up work was discussed with the main speakers Irene Petras of ZLHR and Rev. Useni Sibanda of Christian Alliance.

Other activities

ZEN has during the year sent out weekly bulletins to member organisations and other interested individuals and institutions. This was a two-page summary of the previous week’s news as well as information about ZEN’s activities and plans. This bulletin was produced in cooperation with Gabriel Shumba of Zimbabwe Exiles Forum (ZEF). 

ZEN also hosted a number of visitors to Brussels from Zimbabwe. These included exiled journalist Basildon Peta visiting our office on 5 February in connection with a programme he was doing with the Friedriech Ebert Foundation and Sam Matsikaire, the health manager of Gays and Lesbians of Zimbabwe, who addressed the European Parliament on 28 June. 

During the UN Human Rights Council session in March in Geneva a side event was organised jointly with the Zimbabwe Human Rights NGO Forum.

During the year short briefing papers were produced for politicians and journalists as well as for civil society partners, including the ITUC for the ILO conference on Zimbabwe in October. A number of visitors to Zimbabwe, including journalists and NGO partners were also asking for advice ahead of their visits.

In cooperation with the Cine Club in Brussels ZEN was able to show the GAPWUZ film “House of Justice” on 27 October and the Zimbabwe Blood Diamond Campaign film “Blood Diamonds are back?” on 9 November.

Close contacts were also maintained with South African civil society and diaspora groups during the period, in particular through the Zimbabwe Exiles Forum. The ZEN coordinator and its directors participated in a number of Zimbabwe-related activities in South Africa in connection with visits to Zimbabwe.

5. Organisation

The introduction of a formal membership by the last AGM has by and large been successful. By the end of the year 18 organisations from nine European countries formally joined, doubling the membership since the end of 2009. The only challenging issue in the relationship with the member organisations was a discussion on how to and if to use and involve local offices for those members with such offices inside Zimbabwe.

Louise Hilditch was hired as a consultant at the end of 2009 to assist in registering ZEN as decided by the AGM on 18 November 2009. She initiated some changes to the statutes adopted at the AGM necessary for adherence to Belgian law. The Board of Directors then adopted the final set of statutes on 2 February 2010. Belgian law demands one of the Belgian languages to be the official language of the organisation and at this meeting it was decided to have Flemish as the language of the organisation for official communication. The statutes are therefore in that language. Final registration for ZEN was granted in April with registration number 0825 401 704. A bank account was opened in July and the first grant was received in September, meaning that the organisation started operating independently from 1 October. We wish to give ‘A big thank you’ to Eurodad for all their help and patience in the meantime.

The AGM of ZEN on 18 November 2009 elected a Board of Directors but gave the Board the possibility to enlarge itself in the period. The Board was also given the authority to choose a chair and a treasurer from among its members.
